Union 60 & Regional School Committee (Jill Mollica) – The vote for a new Tahanto is approaching – May 3rd and 5th  – Town Meeting votes to put the question on the ballot;  May 10th ballot vote in both towns. Christi Stille added: Information Meetings have been being held to inform residents about the project. Some questions that came up included: Accessibility expert being hired? Braille signage throughout the school? Is parking capacity adequate?
Berlin Memorial School Committee (Jill Mollica) – Berlin has the same budget as last year. Keeping the 5-day-half-day model for kindergarten.
